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LIFE MATTERS 
WHY ARE 400 CROSSES ON THE PARISH LAWN 
 
The bishops of the United States have named October 3 rd as Respect Life Sunday.  The US bishops 
have also designated the month of October as Respect Life Month . 
 
The 400 crosses represent the more than 50,000,000 Americans who have been killed through abortion in the United 
States since the Roe v Wade US Supreme Court decision in 1973.  
 
The Church has long taught that each human life is sacred and is a gift from God.  All of us should do our best to 
protect human life from conception to natural death.  This is not a political issue.  It is a matter of human life and 
death.  One of the ways of stressing the sanctity of life is to be a witness to the world that the direct taking of 
innocent human life is always wrong.  The 400 crosses in a public place are party of this witnessing.  
 
This witnessing to the sanctity of human life since 1973 has been successful.   The numbers of those killed through 
abortion per year have decreased while these numbers should have increased.  While the population of the United 
States has increased by at least 30 million people since 1973, the number of those Americans killed through abortion 
has decreased from 1,500,000 human beings per year in 1980 to an average of 1,250,000 for the past five years.  Of 
course these reduced numbers are massively tragic (1,250,000 Americans killed per year).  Much, much work remains 
to be done.  
 
Unfortunately the yearly number of Americans killed by abortion will increase in  a few years unless the new health 
care law is changed to prohibit the federal funding of abortions.  The payment for abortions has always increased 
the yearly number of abortions.  
 
Please pray that legal abortion will end in the United States and be a witness to the sanctity of life (talk about it, vote, 
participate in prolife activities etc.).
