In | ast weekds reporter we began to tell the story of how
was finally formalized and that money began to flow into the Trust in early 1978. Since then, over $800,000 has been
granted to St. Paul Elementary School in support of a number of educational programs including scholarships, and other
financial needs.
But one must go further back in time to understand the effort and dedication displayed by a number of parishioners
concerned with the long term sustainability of the elementary school.
It all began in December, 1973 when then parish council president, Tom McGann and his wife, Lynn, who was then chair
of the education commission, undertook a study to determine ways to subsidize parish school deficits. A little over a
year later, on January 26, 1975, members of the St. Paul Parish Council met in a special session and drafted a
resolution specifying the formation of an Education Foundation pending approval of then Archbishop of Detroit, John
Cardinal Dearden.
But the process was not without its fits and starts. In a letter written to the Parish Council on January 30, 1975, Cardinal
Dearden expressed concerns regarding the future of the foundation and the management of its assets. The road ahead
would prove to be a little bumpy.
