From Our Pastor  

 By the time you read this, the final phase of our school/education center renovation will have begun.   We 
began installing new windows in the already vacant pre-school and kindergarten rooms Wednesday.  Teachers packed up 
their classrooms as soon as the students left for the summer (some enlisted students to help with the packing). 
 
 In this final phase weôll address the needs in our 32 classrooms (new lights, windows, heating units, 
flooring, wiring for ñsmart boards,ò and painting), and the Religious Education and Youth Ministry offices and 
library.  Weôll also renovate the remaining bathrooms which will receive new fixtures, partitions, and paint. 
 
 This work will cost $2,129,000.00.  Here I want to thank you for your fidelity to your pledge redemptions.  Weôre all 
too familiar with the still economic challenges our region faces.  That people have sacrificed so much in order that our work 
can proceed fills me with gratitude and awe. 
 
 We faced some tough decisions.  You may recall that we pledged over a three year period.  Even though people 
have been faithful, we would have to postpone some part of the work until next year (roughly $400,000.00 worth).  
Construction personnel costs would add $80,000.00 to that total.  Our Building Committee estimated that we would lose 
significant energy savings through the delay.  Good stewardship called us to find some way to do all the work this 
summer, if at all possible.  
 
 Fortunately, we have savings, but didnôt want to deplete that completely.  One never knows when a catastrophe 
might strike, some unforeseen major expense.  So the Building Committee asked the Finance and Administration 
Commission whether we might use a portion of the Columbarium/Cemetery Fund.   In order to do that, I had to ask the 
Archbishopôs permission, since such funds are restricted (can only be used for the columbarium/cemetery). 
 
 I wrote the necessary letter to Archbishop Vigneron who consulted with the Board of Consultors.  He approved our 
borrowing $218,000.00 from the fund, with the understanding that we will repay it as the ñLed by the Spirit of Godò 
pledges continue to come it.   Weôll further use $388,000.00 from our savings which weôll likewise replenish.  We intend, of 
course, to pay off our $419,000.00 debt (which, as I understand matters, goes back to Msgr. Martinôs time) to the 
archdiocese as those pledges come in.  Weôve been gradually whittling down that debt over the past several years. 
 
 So, thatôs where we stand.  All in all, weôre in excellent shape as the fiscal year ends June 30

th
.  Why?  For one 

reason only: you take seriously your responsibility to be good stewards of what God has given.  Iôm very grateful that you do.  
Your example inspires me to be a good steward as a pastor.  That means, in part, pastoring in an open and transparent 
manner with what you entrust to me. 
 
 Be assured of my deep gratitude, and my daily prayer for you.  Please, pray for me as well.
