Only a Few Days?  
 

It is unbelievable that in just a few days I will get up and, in my subconscious mind, tell myself I have to go 
jogging by the lake shore only to discover that Lake Erie is seven miles away.  As I wind up my two years ministry at St. 
Paul this weekend I take this opportunity, again, to thank you tremendously for your support ever since I stepped foot 
in this Parish. Once more, accept my deepest gratitude and appreciation for all you did to support my ministry here 
for the last two years. My special thanks especially to all Parishioners of St. Paul, thanks to the Pastor Monsignor 
Halfpenny, Fr. John, Deacon Rich, and the entire staff here at St. Paul for teaching me lots of things about parish life.  I 
would like not to share what I feel verbally because I would certainly break down into tears.  Personal intuition would 
want me to stay longer at St. Paul because of the personal relationships I have formed here.  But we all know in life 
there are priorities and we have to make choices and know what priority comes first. As a priest I have to leave, 
following the example of Jesus whom I am called to represent:  to go on the other side of the lake so that the people 
too can hear the word of God.  

 
I understood and felt lots of encouragement when, for the first few weeks I was here, I lost a brother and you 

gave me so much support as if you had known me forever.  Instead of being sad I felt emboldened because I knew I 
was with people who would love and support me in my ministry.  For the past two years you have done so much for 
the Church and for me.  I would like to extend a special thank you for the support you offered for our mission trips to 
Haiti.  Last year you donated lots of medications and $3,500 for our Mission trip.  This year you more than tripled your 
support.  We collected close to $17,000 along with medications, foodstuff, toys, clothing and shoes.  We did use part 
of the money to purchase more protein powder, Vitamins, and to cover part of our travel cost.  We still have a 
balance of $11,000 that will go towards acquiring an ambulance donated by Medical Relief.  It will be stuffed with 
more things and shipped to the Missionary Sisters of Charity who run a clinic in Port au Prince in Haiti.  

  
A total of 22 people, of which six members were from St. Paul Parish (Tom Graves, Diane Yenchick and her 

daughter, Alexandra Yenchick, Sarah McCuish, Theresa Brown and myself) joined some Wayne State Medical 
students and some members of Rays of Hope for Haiti, based in Grand Rapids, for our Mission to Pointe a Raquette in 
La Gonave.  La Gonave is a remote Island about two and half hours by land and three hours by boat from Port au 
Prince.  There was only a small clinic on the island with only one doctor serving more than 10,000 people.  The clinic 
lacked the most basic equipment and most of the people on the island are dying from malnutrition.  A pregnant 
woman with high blood sugar who was brought into the clinic died after a few hours because there was no insulin 
available in the Clinic.  Some of us from St. Paul who went will subsequently share our experiences and we will post up 
some of the photos from our trip.  My prayer is that the Lord would continue to guide you to support the good works 
he began in you even in my absence.   

 
I leave St. Paul on the 29 of June.  I hope you give Fr. Hamilton the same 

wonderful support.
