From Our Pastor 

 Are you ready for some good economic news, for a change?  While this probably doesnôt have global, 
national, or even statewide implications, Iôm confident youôll see it as a blessing. 
 
 Last weekend the Finance and Administration Commission heard the end-of-the-year report from Andrea Hoeflein, 
our Business Manager.  I want to share some highlights with you. 
 

1. Your good stewardship finished our Sunday collections at $1,858,342.00 (through June 30) .  We budgeted our 
Sunday offertory to be $1,810,000.00.  So, we have $48,342.00 more than we budgeted.  A few years ago the Finance 
and Administration Commission recommended, and I agreed, that we would tithe any yearôs offertory surplus.  
That means that we will add $4,800.00 to the budgeted $35,000.00 which the Outreach Committee disburses as 
grants to needy parishes and other worthy charities.  (Please see the Outreach Committeeôs report detailing their 
service this past year, and a list of the recipients of your generosity, in the August 1

st
 Reporter ). 

 

2. Your generosity allowed us to make a $20,000.00 payment on the principal of our archdiocesan loan.  We now owe 
$424,000.00. 

 

3. The St. Paul Educational Trust made a grant of $45,000.00 to our school, in addition to the 8 $1,000.00 
scholarships to parishioners in Catholic high schools, and $650.00 scholarships to students entering our 
junior high.  

 

4. Parishioners remembered St. Paul in their wills , and we received $35,000.00 more in bequests than we estimated 
in the budget. 

 

5. Due to increased use of electronic communications, we saved 20% in postage and stationery.  If we donôt yet have 
your e-mail address, please contact the Parish Office with the information. 

 

6. About the only disappointing news is that we fell short of last yearôs Catholic Services Appeal target.  That 
meant we had to make up the roughly $20,000.00 difference from savings.   Iôll take this opportunity to thank the 
nearly 600 parishioners whoôve pledged this year.  Those who donated in the past, but havenôt yet sent in their pledge, 
will receive a reminder from me in the next few days.  Please, be generous.  Consider pledging 10% more than you 
did last year. 

 

7. Remember, too, that weôll realize substantial savings by completing our renovations in the school/education center.  
Work there is moving along so things will be ready by start of school.  To do this, weôll borrow $218,000.00 from our 
cemetery fund, which weôll replace as people redeem their pledges.  Weôll also use $388,000.00 from our savings 
which, again, weôll replenish as pledges come in.  By doing this, we will avoid an additional $85,000.00 in construction 
costs. 

 

So, thatôs where we stand, in a nutshell.  Anyone who would like to review the 
complete financial report to the Archdiocese can do so at the Parish Office.  Ask for 
Andrea Hoeflein, and she will bring you a copy to review in the Office (Please remember 
that the Finance and Administration Commission reviews all such reports in detail). 

 
I thank you again for your continuing generosity in these difficult times.  I know that 

what you do, you do for your love of your parish, and even more for your love for Christ.  
May He bless you abundantly, for He will not be outdone in his kindness.
