 In last weekendôs summary of the end-of-the-year financial report in this space, I alluded to the work of our 
dedicated Outreach Committee.  The Committee began under Bishop Blair.  St. Paul sets aside $35,000.00 each year for 
distribution to parishes in the city, food banks, and other organizations involved in the corporal works of mercy.   
 

A few years ago, after conversation with the Finance and Administration Commission and Parish Pastoral Council, 
we decided to tithe whatever figure from Sunday collections was over our budgeted needs.  This past year you generously 
gave $48,000.00 more than our budget required, so, in 2010-11, we will entrust to the Outreach Committee and additional 
$4,800.00 (10%, or a biblical tithe, of the surplus). 
 
 Joyce Stentz was kind enough to write a summary of how the committee goes about its work, and you can also find 
a list inside the Reporter of the parishes and groups you helped through the Outreach Committee this year.  May God bless 
you for your generosity.

From Our Pastor 

Outreach Report  
 
As a St. Paul parishioner, in the past 12 months you have helped feed the hungry, clothe the needy, provide shelter for 
homeless families with children and bring health care and food to an impoverished parish. 
 
These and many other acts of Catholic charity are made on behalf of the Parish through our Outreach Committee. Its work is 
in support of our Parish Mission that ñthrough our stewardship and the promotion of our Catholic beliefs, we will reach out as 
Christôs disciples in service to others.ò Started more than eight years ago, St. Paul Parish has donated over $250,000 to 
needy causes. The budget for charitable grants is funded by the Parish budget and a percentage of any surplus. 
 
The committee is made up of active Parish members. The members include: Deacon Richard Shubik, Andrea Hoeflein, 
Eleanor Mecke, Susan Bristol, Mary Ann Bury, Dutch VandenBoom, Anne Blake, Pamela Morath and Joyce Stentz.  They 
evaluate letters of requests for donations from a variety of organizations. Each request is researched, calls are made and ï 
where possible ï unannounced visits are made to the organization to further evaluate their program and their request. While 
the Outreach Committee has provided assistance to programs internationally, its focus is on the metropolitan Detroit area. 
Grants and bequests range from $125 to $2,500.  
 
The Outreach Committee tends to support organizations overlooked by larger commercial charities. As a result, while the 
donation may be small, the benefit to the recipient organization can be very large. As one example, several years ago, a St. 
Paul School graduate help to start a program to provide food for needy Grand Rapids school children and turned to the 
Outreach Committee for help. The committee responded with a $500 donation. Fueled by 
that critical initial help, the organization is now fully funded by large local donors and is 
providing meals for more than 2500 area children a day. 
 
If you are involved with a charitable organization and would like to have it considered for 
a donation, have the organization send a donation request letter and what the donation 
would be used for to the Outreach Committee at the Parish Office. Please contact the 
Parish Office if you need additional details or assistance.
